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Conclusions:

Article 5.3 and Article 6.7 of the Law of Ukraine "On the Verkhovna Rada of the Autonomous Republic of Crimea" fail to comply with the Constitution of Ukraine.

To terminate the constitutional proceedings in the case on compliance of Articles 5.3 and 6.7 of the Law of Ukraine "On the Verkhovna Rada of the Autonomous Republic of Crimea" with the Constitution of Ukraine.

Brief description:

In conformity with the Law of Ukraine "On the Verkhovna Rada of the Autonomous Republic of Crimea", "the deputies of the Verkhovna Rada of the Autonomous Republic of Crimea may not simultaneously be the members of the Council of Ministers of the Autonomous Republic of Crimea, representative of the President in the Autonomous Republic of Crimea, and have other representative mandates" (Article 5.3); "deputy's holding an office, not compatible with the deputy mandate, shall entail termination of such deputy's authorities effective upon holding such office" (Article 6.7).

The basic law of Ukraine contains no interdiction for the members the Council of Ministers of the Autonomous Republic of Crimea, the permanent representatives of the President of Ukraine in the Autonomous Republic of Crimea to be elected to the Verkhovna Rada of the Autonomous Republic of Crimea and hold the deputy mandate of a representative authority of the Autonomous Republic of Crimea. The authorities held by a deputy of the Verkhovna Rada of the Autonomous Republic of Crimea, which is a member of the Council of Ministers of the Autonomous Republic of Crimea, representative of the President of Ukraine in the Autonomous Republic of Crimea, may not be terminated.

Exercising of the state power in Ukraine on the principle of division thereof into legislative, executive, and judicial (Article 6.1 of the Constitution of Ukraine) affects no division of authorities, on which the organization and activities of the Verkhovna Rada of the Autonomous Republic of Crimea and the Council of Minister Autonomous Republic of Crimea are based. The specific features of the authority, organization, and activity of the authorities of the Autonomous Republic of Crimea may not be bound to the principle of authority division.

The Constitution of Ukraine and the Law of Ukraine "On Representation of the President of Ukraine in the Autonomous Republic of Crimea" provides for no  interdiction for the permanent representative of the President of Ukraine in the Autonomous Republic of Crimea to be simultaneously the deputy of the Verkhovna Rada of the Autonomous Republic of Crimea.

The Constitutional Court of Ukraine came to a conclusion on a necessity to terminate the constitutional proceedings in the case on the initiated in the constitutional petition matters of compliance with the Constitution of Ukraine of Article 5.3 of the Law, under which the deputy of the Verkhovna Rada of the Autonomous Republic of Crimea may not simultaneously hold other representative mandates, and Article 6.7 of the Law on termination of the deputy's authorities in case of acquiring another representative mandate.
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
